TOWN OF GROVELAND – HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND OTHER PUBLIC WAYS OPENING PERMIT

OPENING OF ROADWAY:

In the surfaced area all trenches shall be cut in straight lines using a saw-cutting method or other accepted methods equipped to cut the full depth surfacing.  The excavation shall only be between these lines.  The cutting operation shall not be done with a backhoe, grader or any type of ripping equipment.  No trench shall be left open over night without it being covered with steel plates and properly lit.

SHOULDER GRASS AND SIDEWALK AREA:
Any shoulder grass and sidewalk area affected by the excavation shall be restored to its original condition in appearance, grade, etc. and all work shall be done to Department standards and specifications.  This shall include loaming and seeding the grass area to a depth of four (4) inches.

ROAD MARKING:
It shall be the responsibility of the Grantee to replace all pavement markings which have been disturbed by this Permit.  These pavement markings shall be restored within a reasonable time period.

TRACKED VEHICLES:
No tracked vehicles will be allowed on any road surface without a protective mat.  Permission for tracked vehicles on road surface must be approved by the Road Commissioner, or his designee.

TREE REMOVAL:
No trees shall be cut or removed under this Permit without the permission of the Tree Warden and the Road Commissioner.

SCENIC ROAD BYLAW REQUIREMENTS:  It is the responsibility of the Grantee to comply with requirements outlined in Section 10-6.1. – 10-6.5 attached hereto.

POLICE OFFICERS:
The Grantee shall be responsible for hiring Police Officers for the safety of the Public during excavation if deemed so by this Department or the Police Chief.

On the completion of the work being contemplated, all rubbish and debris shall be removed and the roadway and the roadsides shall be left neat and presentable to the satisfaction of this Department.  The Grantee shall indemnify and save harmless the Town of Groveland and its Highway Department against all suits, claims of liability of every name and nature arising at anytime out of or in consequence of the acts of the Grantee in the performance of the work covered by this Permit and/or failure to comply with the terms and conditions of this Permit whether by itself or its employment of subcontractors.
If excavation in the right-of-way fails, and Permit holder is ordered to repair said excavation this must be responded to within a period of eight (8) hours.  Failure to respond to such an order from the Highway Road Commissioner will result in the Highway Department repairing said failure and billing the Permit holder.  Also, no future Permit will be issued until payment of work completed by the Highway Department is paid in full.  All repair work done by the Highway Department will be billed at full pricing.

It shall be the responsibility of the Grantee to notify this Office at 978-372-0840 forty-eight (48) hours in advance of starting work on this project and a reasonable time prior to backfilling said project.
