GROVELAND

The following information outlines the services the MVRTA provides in your community.

Ring & Ride Service – The following outlines how this service works.

How does Ring & Ride work? This is an advance reservation service and is a curb-to-curb service. People must make reservations at least 24 hours in advance, and are provided with a pick up window of 30 minutes of their scheduled pick up, for example if their scheduled time is 8:30am, they should be ready to be picked up any time between 8:15am and 8:45am. 

Groveland Ring & Ride - is a transportation service for the residents of Groveland who are 60 years of age and older. This service allows these residents of Groveland to commute within Groveland with additional service to Haverhill, Lawrence General Hospital, Newburyport, and the dialysis center in Amesbury (24 Morrill Place). With service to Haverhill, customers are able to travel to the Bradford Commuter Rail Station, Haverhill Commuter Rail Station and to the MVRTA Washington Square Transit Station where they can then connect with the fixed bus route. This service operates Monday through Friday from 5am to 7pm and on Saturdays from 9am to 6pm. Service is provided with a MVRTA van.
